benefits, title, respect, resources, and volunteers. When one does not
materialize, we question God, "Why didn't you provide for me?” Jesus and
Paul never had positions as we know them, rather they had a mission. A
position may not always be available to us, but as long as there are lost
people, undiscipled believers, and needy individuals, we have opportunity
for mission. We don't just need people filling positions. We need bold men
and women to go forth in mission in the power of God’s Spirit! Sometimes
God calls us to position; always he calls us to mission.

3. We are called to engage the world.
Jesus did not simple say, “Your job is to maintain the saints and try to
attract the world to come to church.” Rather, he said, “Go into all the
world...” We are called to engage people where they live and to meet
their real needs. Nearly half of unchurched young adults have a negative
view of evangelical Christians. They perceive that we are inwardly focused
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instead of caring about the needs of their community and world. Our call
is not simply to minister in churches. Our call is to engage the world and
win them for Christ.
