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How to re quest books remotely:

There are two methods for requesting a loan of the AGTS library books that you
need for your research. Both require you to set up an account with the AGTS
library (y ou can either do this in person if you have a chance to visit thelibrary
or over the phone).

1. Contact the library (library.circulation@agts.edu) and provide the needed
information: your name and the names and call numbers of the books you
wish to borrow. Library staff will check out the requested books to your
account and make sure that they are mailed to your home address.

through EBSCOhost. EBSCO can be accessed by any AGTS student with
access to the Internet and if accessing offcampus, the current user
ID/password.

ATLA Religior Database with A TLASerals combines the premier index to journal articles, book reviews, and collections of essays in all fields of religion with ATLA's online
callection of major religion and theology journals, The 4724 Religiorn Database includes more than 537,000 article citations from more than 1,633 journals (S18 currently
indexed), mare than 225,000 essay citations from over 18,700 multi-author works, and more than 494,000 book review citations. This database begins in 1949 although
indexing for some journal titles extends back into the nineteenth century. This database is produced by the American Theological Library Association.

Religior: & Philosophy Collection provides extensive coverage of such topics as world religions, major denominations, biblical studies, religious history, epistemology, political
philosophy, philosophy of language, moral philosophy and the history of philosophy. Religior & Phibsophy Collectior offers nearly 300 full text journals, including mare than
250 peer-reviewed titles, making it an essential tool for researchers and students of theclogy and philosophical studies.

PsyciNFO , from the American Psychological Association (APA), contains neatly 2.4 milion citations and summaries of scholarly journal articles, book chapters, books, and
dissertations, all in psychology and related disciplines, dating as far back as the 1800s. 98 percent of the covered material is peer-reviewed. Journal coverage, which spans
1887 to present, includes international material selected from more than 2,200 periodicals in more than 27 languages.
