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COURSE SYLLABUS 
 

 
COURSE DESCRIPTION 
 
Instruction in preaching from the major genres of Scripture: narrative, poetry, wisdom, 
prophecy/apocalyptic, gospels, epistles. The course will focus on expositional and 
interpretive methods for each genre, and the application of those methods to sermon 
development. Attention will also be given to topical expository preaching, biblical 
theology in preaching, and to developing expository series from books as well as from 
topics. 
 
COURSE OBJECTIVES 
 
Upon successful completion of this course the student will be able to: 

1. Describe the structure of the major biblical genres. 
2. Explain how the literary devices of each genre communicate ideology. 
3. Identify the unique characteristics of each genre. 
4. Develop sermons from passages in each type of literature. 
5. Demonstrate competence in biblical-theological method. 
6. Develop and preach messages that are TRUE to the biblical text, CLEAR and 

well organized, INTERESTING to listen to, and RELEVANT to the listener’s 
needs. 

7. Integrate his/her knowledge and skill in the four basic categories of “text-to-life” 
hermeneutics: Observation, Interpretation, Synthesis, and Application. 

8. Plan and preach topical expository series. 
9. Plan and preach series through books of the Bible. 
10. Integrate exegetical, theological, and homiletical methods in his/her preaching.

METHODOLOGY 

 
1. The course will utilize lectures, discussion, readings, and written assignments. 
2. The first part of the course will focus primarily on lectures and discussion of 

methods. 
3. The remainder of the course will be a workshop devoted to the nuts and bolts 

of doing sermons and series. 
 
 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS 
 

1. Reading.  
a. Read all of Chappell, Clowney, Gibson, Grudem, Lybrand, Oss 

(“Canon”), and Mathewson.  
b. Read 100 additional pages from the two IVP dictionaries (some from 

Alexander and some from Ryken). 
c. Be familiar with the content of Kaiser and Robinson. 
d. Use the reference works as needed. 
 

2. Writing Assignments – Choose 3 of the 4 listed below: 
a. Biblical-Theological Paper. Write a 10-12 page biblical-theological 

paper on a “string” (more commonly “image,” or “motif”) that begins in 
the OT (see the paper guide). 

b. First Sermon. Each student will prepare a 10 page manuscript of a topical 
expository message based on the biblical-theological paper.  It should read 
like a sermon and not like an academic research paper. As part of this 



assignment the student will also prepare a full sentence, homiletical 
outline of the sermon.  

c. Second Sermon. Each student will prepare full sentence exegetical, 
theological, and homiletical outlines of one passage from each major 
genre (for the Proverbs use Problem-Solution-Application outline). 
Choose one of these passages and prepare a 10 page manuscript of 
that sermon. It should read like a sermon and not like an academic 
research paper. 

d. Series. Plan and delineate preaching units for: 1) a series through a 
book (a reasonable amount of the book if it’s gargantuan, e.g., Isaiah; 
but if it’s Ephesians, then the entire epistle), and 2) a six-part (6) 
topical series. Develop a homiletical proposition for each preaching 
unit to include with the calendar.

GRADING PROCEDURE 

 
1. Preaching is both artistic and technical. Therefore evaluation is partly empirical 

but also partly subjective. The “sermon” grade will be based on my subjective 
evaluation of the artistic side (don’t worry) and the level achieved in (1) Accuracy 
(to text and to audience), (2) Clarity (of homiletical proposition throughout), (3) 
Interest (compelling rhetoric since everything is written), and (4) Relevance 
(concrete images; developmental questions). 

 
2. The final grade will be based on the following percentages: 

 
 10%  On-Time Reading 
 30%  Biblical-Theological Paper 
 60%  Sermons (including manuscripts and outlines) 
 

3. Grades will be averaged using the following scale: F=1; D-=2; D=3; D+=4; C-=5; 
C=6; C+=7; B-=8; B=9; B+=10; A-=11; A=12.
