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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course explores the relationship between pneumatology and missions by examining the
missional activity of the Holy Spirit as reflected in evangelical and Pentecostal missions
theologies. Contemporary missions issues are addressed from a Pentecostal missiological
perspective, with the purpose of articulating a theology and practice of missions directed and
empowered by the Holy Spirit.  

COURSE OBJECTIVES
At the completion of the course, the student should be able to:

• Present an overview of the relationship between pneumatology and missions in
evangelical and Pentecostal missions theologies.

• Develop a Pentecostal theology of mission.
• Describe the activity of the Holy Spirit in the missions enterprise from the biblical

and historical narrative.
• Analyze the Holy Spirit’s involvement in Kingdom expansion throughout the world

over two millennia.
• Identify current issues in Pentecostal missions theologies with special attention to the

activity of the Holy Spirit in calling and empowering missionaries.
